Such, too, are the lines that President Johnson
noeds more and more to be reminded of as the days pass.
Each day as the chief executive he must be constantly
reminded of the Viet War, the gold drain, the Viet War,
the problems of the citles, the Viet War, the balanced
budget and inflation and again the Viet War. Each after-
noon’ he must be confranted with the Viet War, Mr, De-

Gaulle's latest move, the Viet War, pallution and housing
and again, the Viet War.

During the most recent weeks it has been the Vietnam
War, Senator McCarthy, confidence In the dollar, Senator
Kennedy, the Wisconsin primary and the Vietnam War,
In short, no matter where the President turns on the
home or International front he, on behalf of the nation,
becomes confronted with the war In Vietnam. How and
when will it end? Who, after the tens of thousands of
casualties and deaths on both sides will be the victor and
who will be the vanquished?

For the Sheboygan community all of these guestions
were brought more sharply into focus recently by the
appearance here of Senator Eugene McCarthy.

‘There is no doubt that the Vietnam War is a major
contributing cause to the troubled dollar in the inter-
national monetary market. There is equally no doubt that
the Vietnam War has caused the administration to sub-
stantially reduce its commitments to the war on poverty,
pollution and the financing that is so essential fo a realiza-
tion of civil rights, especially in the inner city.

What Then of McCarthy?®

What Then of Vietnam?

For good or for bad, and we believe the latter, there
1s more questioning of whether we should even be in Viet-
| nam. The fact that the war has contributed to the destrue-
tion of the economic, political and moral fiber of Vietnam
is difficult to dispute, Whether a capitulation in Vietnam
will require similar action in Cambodia, Laos, South Korea
and elsewhere in Asia has not been delineated by those

who oppose our presence in Vietnam

It may well come to pass that the coming election
will create the anachronism of the international liberal
and local conservative apposed to the local liberal and
International conservative, The Johnson versus MeCarthy
and Nixon versus Rockefeller postures highlight these
conflicts in each party.

Senator McCarthy in his Sheboygan appesrance
chided the administration for its budget cuts on the
home front. Semator Kennedy has done the same. Pres-
ident Johnson has promised guns and butter but the
Congress which 8 faulting him an the tax hike is making
this impossible.

Where Then Lies the Future?

Whether they can deliver or not, it Is fakr to say that
candidates Nixon, Rockefeller, McCarthy and Kennedy all
promise quick solutions to the Vietnam War, The public
fo n grester and greater extent s coming fo expect &
solution to this tragedy. To the extent that the present
eampalgn focuses itself on a settlement of this war, to
that extent Is there a greater aren of compromise open
to President Johnson, which has not been open In the
pust,

The settlement or capltulution that muy take place in
July or October is today unthinksble. By the time that
ihe “peace” candidutes have enumerated their positions
in all of the states thut offer n platform by way of pri-
maries, the American public will find that it Is conditioned
1o accept as a settlement what today and last month
would have been unacceptable as a condition 1o the terml-
nation of hostilities,

Pessimistic as this might seem 10 be of our infer-
natlonal relutions with the communist area of influence
it eannot be denied that our ability to negotiate a peace
must be measured by our determination to earry on with-
out a peace. All candidates, in both parties, opposing
President Johnson have set forth & program that empha-
sizes cessation of hostilities rather than the attainment
of objectives us the goal to be sought. This being true,
‘the ability of the administration o negotiate a settlement
consistent with announced objectives becomes mare diffl-
cult,
